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I. Homeowner’s Association

A) First payment due at closing. From then on, fee is to be paid
annually in an estimated amount of $340.00. In addition, an
amount equal to 1 year’s assessments to be paid and
deposited into an account to be applied and used for start-up
costs and as a working capital fund in connection with the
initial operation of common areas and for future working
capital needs.

B) Entryways, landscape berms, common areas, lakes, and
streams to be maintained by the association.

C) A Board of Directors will govern the Association after 85%
of sites have been closed.

D) Association fee to be paid annually.

IL. Architecturally Approved Plans

A) Minimum Square Footage:
Ranch: 2,000 Square Feet Multi-Level:2,800 Square Feet
Two Story: 2,500 Square Feet 1.5 Story: 2,800 Square Feet

I11. Exterior Materials
A) No duplication of exterior elevations (colors & materials), on
any sides of any adjacent lot in view of each other is
permitted.

B) Minimum 2 car attached garage.

C) Roof may consist of “Architectural or Dimensional” grade
asphalt/ fiberglass shingles, concrete, or wood shake.

D) Roof pitches shall not be less than 6:12 with a maximum pitch
of 12:12 for principal roofs. Porch roofs, portico roofs, or bay
windows are not restricted.

E) A minimum of 75 % of the home’s front exterior to be
either brick or stone.

F) Vinyl, cedar, fiber cement, or other natural materials
permitted.

G) Any side or rear building elevations that are facing public
streets or public use spaces, architectural detailing shall be
required in the form of window shutters, if appropriate, and
at least one of the following: bay windows, changes of plane
where plane differ by at least one foot, a mix of building face
materials, or window moldings and trim which create a frame
at least three inches in width.

H) Any side or back of home excluding front, that faces a
road, open space, pond or berm must have a minimum 15%
brick, stone or dryvit.

[) Minimum roof overhang of 12" is required.

]) Driveways to be concrete or pavers.

K) All windows are required to have window grids.

IV. Landscaping

A) Landscaping should be a minimum value equal to 3 % of
the home’s value.

B) The home site must be mowed and maintained per Village
ordinances and all recorded covenants and restrictions.

C) Twelve months after closing on a home site, the site must be
graded, seeded, with trees and a sidewalk regardless of
construction status. This is to insure the aesthetics and
integrity of the neighborhood and will be enforced through
initial deposit at closing.

D) Landscape plan must be approved by the Architectural
Review Committee prior to installing any plantings or
landscape.

V. Construction and Completion

A) Home are to have thirty (30) foot setback from the front and
rear lot lines and ten (10) foot side setback.

B.) Homes on corner lots to have twenty- five (25) foot side
setback from the side lot line adjacent to the street.

C) Construction to be completed within twelve (12) months
from commencement.

D) No shed or structures other than the residence are to be
constructed on the site unless approved by the
Architectural Review Committee.

VLExterior Restrictions

A. No RV’s, boats, or trucks are to be parked or stored
outside residential premises.

B. No exterior satellite dishes with the exception of 18” dishes.

C.No above ground swimming pools

D.The Design Review Committee must approve all fences &
placement only wrought iron and/or PVC allowed.
No fences shall be allowed on any pond, waterway, storm
water management area or landscape out lot, or
easement. All fences in the rear of lots or side yards of
corner lots which abut public right of ways such as Mound
Road shall be uniform across all lots. Coordination o this
must be through a design committee of the developer.

VIL Architectural Review Fee

A. A non-refundable architectural review fee of $450.00
made payable to Westminster Gardens Architectural
Commitee is required at the time plans are submitted
for approval.

VIII. Cash Deposit

A. A $3,000 cash deposit shall be required at closing. The
funds are refundable upon the successful completion
of the home and landscaping with all covenants and
restrictions adhered to.
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
